Velvyslanectvo Spojenych Stitov americkych prejavuje ictu Ministerstvu zahrani¢nych
veci Slovenskej republiky a mé &est’ odvolat’ sa na rozhovory medzi nadimi vladami ohl'adom
vyvoja v Bezpe¢nostnej rade Organizacie Spojenych narodov a v Iraku.

V sulade s tymito rozhovormi a za predpokladu, Ze sa pre medzinarodné spolo&enstvo
ukaZe nevyhnutné prijat’ opatrenia proti irackému rezimu, Spojené $taty Ziadaju Slovenskd
republiku kladne zvazit ucast’ na pripravaich medzinarodnej koalicie pre takato moZnost’
a predkladaju nasledovné poziadavky V1ade Slovenskej republiky tykajice sa takejto G&asti.

Prelety aprechody: Spojené Stity Ziadaji umoZnenie pristupu k slovenskym zariadeniam
a umoZnenie preletov leteckym prostriedkom USA a medzinarodnej koalicie, ako aj povolenie
pre niidzové pristatie takychto odklonenych prostriedkov, ak vznikne takéto potreba.

Rozmiestnenie sil: V sti¢asnosti nie su Ziadne plany rozmiestnit’ americké alebo koali¢né sily na
Slovensku.

Prispevok sil: Spojené Staty Ziadaju o vyuZitie slovenskych kapacit na ochranu proti jadrovym,
biologickym a chemickym zbraniam. Zékladnou ulohou tychto jednotiek bude podporovat
operdcie reagujuce na pouZitie jadrovych, biologickych a chemickych zbrani a $pecificky
poskytovat' schopnost’ dekontaminicie osdb atechniky, zistovat pritomnost chemickych
a radiaénych ohrozeni a identifikovat’ ich a poskytovat’ polnu identifikaciu biologickych latok.

Pri predkladani tejto Ziadosti Spojené Staty opakuji, Ze neprijali nijaké rozhodnutie o
pouzili sily v Iraku. Napriek tomu je rozvaZne planovanie rozhodujice pre pripad, Ze sa vojenska
akcia stane nevyhnutnou. Spojené Stity vyzyvaji vlddu Slovenskej republiky, aby vykonala
nevyhnutné kroky, ktoré umoznia dat’ skortt odpoved’ na tito Ziadost'.

Vel'vyslanectvo Spojenych Statov americkych vyuZiva tato prileZitost, aby opétovne
ubezpecilo Ministerstvo zahrani¢nych veci o svojej najhlbsej tcte.

The Embassy of the United States of America presents its compliments to the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Slovak Republic and has the honor to refer to
discussions between our governments regarding developments at the United Nations
Security Council and in Irag.

In accord with these discussions and in anticipation that it may become necessary
for the international community to take action against the Iraqi regime, the United States
requests that the Slovak Republic give positive consideration to participating in
preparations by a multinational coalition for such a contingency and conveys the
following requests to the Government of the Slovak Republic regarding such
participation.

Overflights and Transits: The United States requests that access to Slovak facilities and
overflight be granted, as well as clearance for emergency diversion of disabled U.S. and
coalition aircraft to land in Slovakia as such a need may arise.

Stationing of Forces: There are currently no plans to station U.S. or coalition forces in
Slovakia.

Contribution of Forces: The United States requests employment of Slovak Nuclear,
Biological, Chemical (NBC) Consequence Management (CM) capabilities. The primary
mission of these units will be to support CM response operations and specifically to
provide a capability to decontaminate personnel and equipment, detect and identify
chemical and radiological hazards, and provide field identification of biological agents.

In conveying this request, the United States reiterates that it has taken no decision
regarding the use of force in Iraq. Nevertheless prudent planning is essential in the event
that military action becomes necessary. The United States urges the Government of the
Slovak Republic to take the necessary steps to permit a timely response to this request.

The Embassy of the United States of America avails itself of this opportunity to
renew to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs assurances of its highest consideration.
